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You studied interior, industrial & furniture design. What does
this field entail and what fascinates you the most about it?

I studied interior design, industrial design and furniture design.
This “triptych” has helped me to approach decoration more than
anything else as the realization of the dreams and desires of the per-
son entrusting me with their project each time.

I am a strong believer in immediate response, in a working inter-
action whereby I work together with my client, in order to fully
comprehend their vision or to help them create a vision that is truly
an expression of them. I pay great attention to detail and to a per-
sonalized approach, which is necessary for anyone to feel truly “at
home” in any space. More than anything, I am fascinated by how
each space is different, and I think that is what makes it unique. My
work is focused on interior design both for residential and com-
mercial properties, and at the same time I also do a lot of industrial
design work for shopping and entertainment malls. I like to create
interiors that are both refined and luxurious, that give out an artis-
tic vibe, towards the goal of upgrading the aesthetics of each space.

What is the importance of aesthetics in life? Can interior design
make our daily lives better?

The term aesthetics is derived from the Greek aesthesis, meaning
sensation, the experience that we perceive through the senses. A
beautifully decorated space can alter our daily life dramatically, by
making us feel unique and activating all our senses. It is very impor-
tant to live and work in spaces that exude positive energy, quality,
and a sense of relaxation. This gives us another “tool” to help us
deal with and overcome the obstacles we deal with on a daily basis.

Which deco style characterizes your work and where do you draw
inspiration to design a new interior?

I'would say thatI am a contemporary interior & industrial designer,
an adherent of contemporary design which to me means design that
is modern and constantly evolving. A contemporary space should
feature clean lines and functional comfort, viewed through a prism
of classical elegance. I support, love and am inspired by this style
because it leads to spaces that are functional and at the same time
aesthetically beautiful. It is important to find the right furniture ge-
ometry for each space and to maximize its warmth through rich
textures such as soft linen and velvet, in order to add a special touch
to aroom that is home to a vintage piece or an antique — family heir-
loom, thus lending it a modern sense of historicity and timelessness.
Iam inspired by my clients, by each space and its surrounding area.
By observing a space, immediately I start to visualize how it could be
decorated. Of course, everything is adapted to each client’s wishes
and desires.

You designed this year’s spectacular Christmas decorations at
Mediterranean Cosmos. How demanding is a project like this
and what did you take into consideration in order to complete
it successfully?

It was a very interesting project and a true challenge for several rea-
sons. Firstly, Mediterranean Cosmos is an exceptional shopping
mall that operates in keeping with international standards — my

experience from my birthplace in the USA, the land that invented shop-
ping malls, is that Mediterranean Cosmos is easily comparable to the
best shopping malls abroad. And secondly, for me it was a great honour
when the mall’s executives reached out to me via email for this collab-
oration, after having seen my work. As you can understand, this great
honour also translated into a great responsibility, and my primary goal
was to create something different, of the highest quality, that would be
novel for the shopping mall’s visitors and would make the already beau-
tiful and emotional holiday season even lovelier for them.

With all of that in mind, the challenge began asI decided that everything
I would create would be custom- and hand-made, unique for the mall
and for Thessaloniki. The designs were finalized a year in advance and
the special constructions took almost eight months to complete. The
stars are a unique design and I personally oversaw their construction
very closely to ensure how they would shine at night in order to im-
part the sensation I had in mind, their texture and their exact colour.
When I was presenting the project, my idea was that everyone would
want to visit Mediterranean Cosmos to take pictures under the stars.
And I think that was the design’s great success. At the same time, the
Christmas baubles were like a dream come true. Two years previous-
ly, during a trip to the USA and specifically to New York, I saw them
decorate Rockefeller Centre, in one of the most central locations in the
city, with these amazing Christmas baubles; as I watched people taking
pictures, [ admired the concept and the technical implementation. That
was the moment when I realized that such a “staple” of Christmas décor
can become a work of art. When I was designing the concept, I saw these
amazing pools at Mediterranean Cosmos and my first idea was to create
corresponding baubles to lend a new “ambience” to the overall decora-
tion. It was quite a challenge, since they may appear easy to make but we
actually had to construct several prototypes before finalizing the exact
shape. Ultimately, the outcome came out wonderful and everyone en-
joyed it. But I believe that the most amazing piece was the Dome. Itis a
construction to which I can add different elements each year, making it
completely unique. My overall concept was globalization — that all peo-
ple can come together under the light of the stars. As for the interiors,
designing the snowman and the Christmas flowers was a pleasant and
fun process. They lent a distinct style to the shopping mall’s interiors
through a simple but elegant visual, adorned with warm Christmas fairy
lights. I believe that the overall result spoke directly to visitors” hearts.

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Which deco trends do you con-
sider standouts for this spring/
summer season? Can you give
us a few tips that will help re-

fresh and renew our interiors?

The truth is | get very excited thinking about
springtime projects. Especially after such as
cold winter, it is wonderful to look forward to
asunny spring and warm summer. | think the
best decorating recommendation is always to
upgrade our space with details and additions
that are on-trend but also timeless.

* For example, velvet is a very strong trend
right now, but it is also a time-resistant choice
because it is welcome in every season. It is cool
in the summer and warm and in the winter, and it
works perfectly with the cool charm of concrete
furnishings and details. Such an arrangement
will add an air of refinement to your interior.
